Student Housing

Students can arrange an individual pick-up with
their buddy. The International Office is only a
short walk from the main train station.

Students can apply for student residences or look
for a room on the private market. For exchange
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students from overseas, we offer a very limited
number of places in our off-campus student
residences: single bedrooms in student
residences for €280* - €390*, apartments €340*
- €400*. Rooms on the private market start at
€280. There are furnished rooms (shared kitchen
and bathroom) in several residences in different
areas of Mannheim. After being accepted by the
University of Mannheim, the student will receive
the link and personal password for our online
portal myUniMA, along with detailed
information on the private housing market.
Please note that the housing situation in
Mannheim is a lot more relaxed in the spring
semester. Thus, if students have the option
between fall and spring, we recommend students

to come during the spring semester.
